Add a new section immediately following Section 7 to read as follows: 
" SECTION 8. SPECIAL LANGUAGE.  NOT TO BE INCORPORATED INTO THE ARKANSAS 
CODE NOR PUBLISHED SEPARATELY AS SPECIAL, LOCAL AND TEMPORARY LAW. FUND 
TRANSFER. Immediately upon the effective date of this act, the Chief Fiscal 
Officer of the State shall transfer on his books and those of the State 
Treasurer and Auditor of State the sum of one million seven thousand four 
hundred fifty eight dollars ($1,007,458) from the Educational Facilities 
Partnership Fund Account to the Division of Public School Academic Facilities 
and Transportation Fund Account to provide funds for the appropriation in 
Section 3 of this Act. On July 1, 2006 the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State 
shall transfer on his books and those of the State Treasurer and Auditor of
