Amendment No. 1 to House Bill No. 1876

Amend House Bill No. 1876 as originally introduced:

Delete everything after the enacting clause and substitute the following:

"SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 17, Chapter 80, Subchapter 1, is
amended to add an additional section to read as follows:

17-80-117. Medical education background checks.

(a) Upon application to a medical education program or school, the
applicant shall undergo a state and federal criminal background check.

(b) The student shall be responsible for payment for a state and
federal criminal background check.

(c) A medical program or school shall establish criteria by which the
passage of the criminal background check is determined based upon the medical
profession criteria for licensure."
