Amendment No. 1 to House Bill No. 1280 

 

Amend House Bill No. 1280  as originally introduced: 
 
Page 3, delete lines 28 through 31, and substitute the following: 
 "(c)(1)  An owner, lessee, or operator of a tanning facility shall post 
a notice in a conspicuous location in all tanning facilities owned, leased, 
or operated in this state. 
  (2)  The notice in subdivision (c)(1) shall be developed by the 
Department of Health and shall include the following statements: 
   (A)  "Allowing a person under eighteen (18) years of age to 
use tanning equipment is unlawful under Arkansas Code Title 20, Chapter 27, 
Subchapter 22"; and 
   (B)  "A tanning facility or operator that violates this 
section is subject to a criminal penalty." 
 (d)  This section does not apply to: 
  (1)  The use of tanning equipment exclusively for personal and 
noncommercial use; or 
  (2)  A physician who is licensed to practice medicine in this 
state and who uses or prescribes phototherapy devices or equipment to a 
patient of any age." 
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
