"SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 3, Chapter 3, Subchapter 1, is amended
to add an additional section to read as follows:

3-3-104. Prohibition on services offered to a grocery store wine
permittee.

(a) A wholesaler, manufacturer, small farm winery, or nonresident
seller holding a permit under this title or an employee, agent,
representative, or salesperson employed by or representing a wholesaler,
manufacturer, small farm winery, or nonresident seller holding a permit under
this title shall not provide services to or for the benefit of a grocery
store wine permittee, including without limitation services involving
shelving, dressing, displaying, or setting inventory owned or purchased by
the grocery store wine permittee.

(b) This section does not prevent a wholesaler licensed under this
title from unloading wine at the customary loading dock at the location of
the grocery store wine permittee.
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SECTION 2. DO NOT CODIFY. Effective date.
A grocery store wine permit under § 3-5-1801 et seq. shall not be

issued before July 1, 2018."
