I, Mike Huckabee, Governor of the State of Arkansas, by
virtue of the power and authority vested in me by the

4, To consider a bill for the establishment of a Rainy
Day Fund to be used in the event of continued
economic distress during the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2003.
