1In order to
help sustain the Arkansas Hunters Feeding the Hungry program
in Arkansas the Arkansas Game and Fish Commission may
establish a check off or other appropriate methods to raise
revenue for support of the program. The intent of this
Section is to encourage the Arkansas Game and Fish Commission
to examine opportunities available to provide support for the
Arkansas Hunters Feeding the Hungry program.

The provisions of this section shall be in effect only
from July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013."
