CODE NOR PUBLISHED SEPARATELY AS SPECIAL, LOCAL AND TEMPORARY LAW. AREA
HEALTH EDUCATION CENTER — SOUTH ARKANSAS.

(a) (1) Immediately upon passage or approval of this Act, the University
of Arkansas for Medical Sciences shall report on the progress, and an
itemization of all funding and expenditures by fiscal year, of moving the
Area Health Education Center - South Arkansas - Family Medicine Residency
Program in El Dorado to Magnolia, to the Arkansas Legislative Council, or the
Joint Budget Committee, and the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State.

(2) Every State Fiscal Year quarter thereafter the University of Arkansas for
Medical Sciences shall report the itemized quarter’s funding, expenditures,
cumulative totals, and the progress of moving the Area Health Education
Center - South Arkansas - Family Medicine Residency Program to Magnolia to

the Arkansas Legislative Council, or the Joint Budget Committee, and the
Chief Fiscal Officer of the State.

(b) (1) The University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences shall maintain
all Remaining Area Health Education Center — South Arkansas, Community Based

Veterans’ Administration Qutpatient Clinic, and the South Arkansas Center on
Aging operations, personnel, and expenditures in El Dorado at no less than
the Fiscal Year 2011-12 levels.

(2) The funding, operations, personnel, and expenditures at the Remaining
Area Health Education Center — South Arkansas, Community Based Veterans’
Administration Outpatient Clinic, and the South Arkansas Center on Aging in
El Dorado shall be included and identified in the reports required in
subdivision (a) of this section and exhibit the Fiscal Year 2011-12 levels
for comparison to ensure compliance with subdivision (b)(1) of this section.

(3) At any time during the fiscal year upon determination by the Chief
Fiscal Officer of the State that an annual level of operations including,

personnel, funding or committed expenditures at the Remaining Area Health

Education Center — South Arkansas, Community Based Veterans’ Administration
Outpatient Clinic, and the South Arkansas Center on Aging have been reduced

to below the Fiscal Year 2011-12 levels, the Chief Fiscal Officer of the
State shall certify such to the Chancellor of the University of Arkansas for

Area Health Education Centers in the State of Arkansas for the remainder of
the fiscal year.

(4) Prior to the end of a fiscal year, the Chancellor of the University of

After receiving approval from the Chief Fiscal Officer of the
State, and prior review by the Arkansas Legislative Council, the Agency is
authorized to transfer appropriation from any line item authorized in Section
3 Operations to any other line item authorized in Section 3.

The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from July 1,—20612

2013 through June 30,2033 2014.

SECTION 16. COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER LAWS. Disbursement of funds
authorized by this act shall be limited to the appropriation for such agency
and funds made available by law for the support of such appropriations; and
the restrictions of the State Procurement Law, the General Accounting and
Budgetary Procedures Law, the Revenue Stabilization Law, the Regular Salary
Procedures and Restrictions Act, or their successors, and other fiscal
control laws of this State, where applicable, and regulations promulgated by
the Department of Finance and Administration, as authorized by law, shall be
