The Institution is located in Monticello, Arkansas and had
total student on-campus headcount of 3,187 (2,241 full-time
equivalency) in the Fall, 2007.

1010 of 2005 transferred the Arkansas Heavy Equipment Operator
Training Academy from South Arkansas Community College to the
institution.

* Timber Severance (Codified): Requires the transfer of timber
severance monies earmarked for the University of Monticello from
the general revenue fund to cash funds.

* Fund Balances: Requires certification to the State CFO and the
Legislative Council that, as of December 31 of each year,
sufficient funds & appropriations are or will be available to
meet all obligations; to be filed by February 28th or upon
release of the previous year's audit by Legislative Audit and to
include the preceding fiscal year's financial statement.
