Assembly pursuant to the provisions of Amendment 58 to the Arkansas 
Constitution to help alleviate the tremendous caseload of the 
Arkansas Supreme Court. The Court of Appeals is composed of a total 
of twelve judges. The state is divided into four districts and three 
Court of Appeals Judges represent each district.
