The Attorney General is also
responsible for defending the state in federal courts, acting
as legal representative of all state parties in litigation in
which the state is involved, and for issuing legal opinions on
constitutional or legal questions. The AG's Office also
administers the Crime Victims Reparation Program, the Medicaid
Fraud Program, Consumer Protection Division, and the Consumer
Utilities Rate Advocacy Division.

Funded through the State Central Services Fund, special
revenues (from funds transferred from State Administration of
Justice Fund allocations), federal funds, and fund balances.
