Arkansas Crime Information Center (ACIC) provides law enforcement agencies and officers
access to criminal history and criminal records through a network of over 2,000 terminals in over
260 locations. ACIC administers the collection and publication of crime statistics, the
management of the State's computerized Criminal History record system, the Sex Offender
Registry, and the Crime Victim Notification System.

TOTAL APPROPRIATION

The total budget of the Arkansas Crime Information Center exceeds $10 million each year of the
biennium.

FUNDING SOURCE

ACIC is primarily funded from general revenues, with additional funding from cash funds
(conference registration fees), federal funds (Dept. of Justice grants) and special revenues
consisting of back ground check fees, DWI court fines, and registered sex offender fines.
