If the money or a valid 

check therefor does not reach the station If the wages due under subdivision (a)(1) 

of this section are not paid or tendered within seven (7) days from after the date it is 

so requested of the discharge or refusal to further employ, then, as a penalty for the 

nonpayment, the wages of the servant or employee shall continue from the date of 

the discharge or refusal to further employ at the same rate until paid.  

   (B)  However, the wages shall not continue more than sixty (60) 

days unless an action therefor shall be for the continuation of the wages is 

commenced within that time.
