The Physical Therapy board is a licensing and regulatory 

organization created to protect the public from incompetent, 

unprofessional and unlawful practice of physical therapy. 

The board is responsible for the examination and licensure 

of all physical therapists and physical therapists 

assistants. Pursuant to A.C.A. 17-93-201, the board 

investigates and adjudicates complaints against licensees 

and unlicensed individuals in violation of the law.  

TOTAL BUDGET 

The total budget for the board is $259,400 the first year 

and $260,130 the second year of the biennium. 

FUNDING SOURCE 

The State Board of Physical Therapy is a cash funded agency, 

funded from licensure and renewal fees.
