IV) SPECIAL LANGUAGE

Reimbursement. Provides that the Miscellaneous Revolving Fund shall
be reimbursed in the manner provided by law.

State Capitol Police. Provides that if Secretary of State
determines that there are sufficient revenues, then additional
salary payments may be made to those employees who have attained law
enforcement certification above the basic certification level, as
defined by the Arkansas Commission on Law Enforcement Standards.

Transfer Provision. Allows transfer between line items in each of
the Operations appropriations.

Voter ID. Requires reporting involving the Voter ID Program. The
SOS must report total amount of monies spent on the program and the
number of Voter ID’s that were distributed.
