State Operations (Appropriation 537) - This provides a total
appropriation of $10,089,035 for FY2018 and is funded by General
Revenue, the Educational Excellence Trust Fund, and Special Revenues
from Work Force 2000 funds. The recommended appropriation levels are
based on the Arkansas Higher Education Coordinating Board’s
recommendation which is based on providing institutions 75% of the
funding determined necessary under the current funding formula for
institutions of higher education. The increase of $5,350 is due to
changes in the following line item:

Operating Expenses - an increase of $5,350.
