IV) SPECIAL LANGUAGE

Fund Transfer. The 0il and Gas Commission, after receiving review from the
Chief Fiscal Officer of the State and the Legislative Council or Joint
Budget Committee, may request the Chief Fiscal Officer to transfer up to
$2,000,000 per year on his or her books and the books of the State
Treasurer and the Auditor of the State from the 0il and Gas Commission Fund
to the Abandoned and Orphaned Well Plugging Fund.
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
