TRANSFER AUTHORITY - OPEN ENROLLMENT PUBLIC CHARTER SCHOOL 
FACILITIES LOAN PROGRAM:  Authorizes the transfer of any funds made 
available for the Open-Enrollment Public Charter School Facilities 
Loan Program to the Open-Enrollment Public Charter School Facilities
