Legal Analysis :  
 
HB1382 seeks to amend § 23-115-404 regarding lottery winners' information. The bill seeks to make 
any identifying records or information regarding a lottery winner confidential information. Employees of 
the Office of the Arkansas Lottery shall not disclose the identifying records or information to another 
individual or entity. However, the IRS, Arkansas Legislative Audit, and DFA shall have full access to 
the records.
