OE Charter Fac Funding Aid — increased to provide for increased school eligibility for funding.

AP Incentive Increased to provide for $450,000 reallocated from the ADE Operations Appropriation for
the AP Summer Institute.

Alternative Learning — Increased by reallocation of appropriation from State Foundation Funding and
Assessment/End of Course Testing to provide for projected growth.

Assessment/End of course testing appropriation reduced and reallocated to Alternative Learning,

English Language Learners — Increased by reallocation of appropriation from State Foundation Funding
to provide for anticipated growth.

Enhanced Transportation Funding — Increased by recommendation of the 2018 Educational Adequacy
Study.

Leadership Academy Master Principal — Increased to provide for the transfer of the Arkansas Leadership
Academy Program from the ADE Operations Appropriation to the Public School Fund appropriation.
Master Principal Bonus — Appropriation is reduced and reallocated to the National Board for
Professional Teaching standards. This reduction is made to align with agency expenditures.

NSL Matching Grant Program — Increased by recommendation of the 2018 Educational Adequacy Study
National Board of Professional Teaching Standards- Increased by reallocation of appropriation from the
Master Principal Bonus Program, due to anticipated growth in the program.

Professional Development Fund - Increased for Professional Learning Communities as recommended in
the 2018 Educational Adequacy Study.

R.1.S.E. Arkansas — Decreased to reflect anticipated funding availability.

State Foundation Funding — Reduced and some appropriation is reallocated to better align appropriation
with anticipated school district funding needs.

Teacher Retirement Matching — Increased to accommodate growth projections and anticipated rate

increases.

Desegregation Expenses — Language Deleted as this bill no longer includes the associated appropriation.

Distressed School District Support — Language Deleted as this bill no longer includes the associated

appropriation.




Arkansas Governor’s School Funding — Language is revised to allow funding captured for extending the
Arkansas Governor’s school to also be used for AEGIS summer enrichment programs.

Local School District Isolated — Base Funding Under Certain Circumstances. Language Deleted as this
language is also found in Arkansas Code.

NSL Matching Grant Program - Language revised during the Regular Session to reflect the new appropriated
amount of $5,300,000 as appropriated in 2019 Act and as recommended by the Adequacy Committee.

Educator Compensation Reform Sub-Fund — New Language added to provide for a one time transfer of
$60,000,000 from the Educational Adequacy Fund to the Public School Fund to provide supplemental
funding aid to school districts over the next four fiscal years for required increases in teacher salaries. The
language also gives ADE rulemaking authority for the dispensing of these funds.

Enhanced Student Achievement Funding Name Change - New Language added to change any references to

"National Student Lunch Funding" to "Enhanced Student Achievement Funding” to be used for the same
purposes as set out in law.
