The Department of Human Services has two general service contracts greater than $100,000
that require legislative review pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 19-11-265. The Department of
Finance and Administration, Office of State Procurement, therefore respectfully requests a
suspension-of-the-rules review of these contracts at the January 17 Legislative Council meeting.
There is an imminent need for legislative review that cannot be delayed because there is no
Review subcommittee meeting scheduled during this year's fiscal session.

The Department of Human Services, Division of Medical Services (DMS), wishes to begin
contracting on February 1, 2014, with Southeastrans Inc, and Mid-Delta Community Services
Inc. to provide non-emergency medical transportation services in Regions 4 and 7, respectively.
These transportation services are critical to Medicaid recipients in these regions.

The request for proposal to serve these regions was issued in September 2013 and was
awarded on November 7, 2013.
