Dear Co-Chairs:

Pursuant to A.C.A. §19-5-202, and in accordance with the balanced budget proposed
during the Fall 2012 Budget hearings that coincided with the development of the 2014
Arkansas Revenue Stabilization Law (Act 1517 of 2013), | am recommending an increase
in the 2014 fiscal year percentage deduction for the State Central Services Fund effective
July 1, 2013. Current projections of income and expenditures for the State Central
Services Fund indicate that an additional $24.3 million will be needed to address the
commitments and expenditures of the Fund. An increase of .3% in the percentage
deduction to 2.3% on both general and special revenue will provide sufficient funding for
agencies operating from the Fund.

This increase for the State Central Services Fund has been included in the general
revenues available for distribution to state agencies under the current Official Forecast of
General Revenue for the 2014 fiscal year.
