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RE: Transfer Provision Request -Act 213 Section 12

The Auditor of State is requesting approval to transfer line item appropriation within Unclaimed Property Section 5 as
outlined in Section 12 of Act 312. Over ten years ago, the Great Arkansas Treasure Hunt campaign was moved from the
spring of each year to the fall, during the same time of vear that we receive the remittances and reports from holders.

The new Unclaimed Property software in the office makes paying claims more accurate and efficient; however, the current
timing of the Treasure Hunt poses unforeseen problems within the system, causing possible delays in the timing sequence
for payment to owners of forfeited property. These problems became apparent the end of May. Changing the Treasure
Hunt back to the spring will better distribute the workload for the office, allowing more staff time and attention allocated
to the influx of funds in the fall and then to the payment of funds in the spring. Our request for line item transfers is
necessary to pay fees related to the advertisement of unclaimed property statewide to prospective owners as we restore
the Great Arkansas Treasure Hunt to a period in the fiscal year that maximizes the efficiency of our new software as well as
staff resources. This will be the second Treasure Hunt during this fiscal year, but will reestablish the spring Treasure Hunt
format.
