The additional amount requested for the National School Lunch program is due to
revised projections of funds to be distributed to school districts and charter schools,
based on a statewide increase in ADM for school districts and charter schools. as
well as student movement within the state.

The additional appropriation for the At-Risk program is needed so that the ADE can
reallocate unused FY13 College and Career Readiness Planning Program (CCRPP)
funds for use in FY14.

Additional appropriation is nceded for Professional Development due to an
unexpected increase in statewide ADM for public schools and charter schools.
