(Northark) requests a transfer of cash appropriation from the DFA Cash Fund Holding

The Arkansas Department of Education (ADE) needs to request cash fund
appropriation for the Multiple Grant Award Program for the 2011 fiscal year.

The Arkansas Department of Education (ADE) is working with the Arkansas
Attorney General’s Office to conduct an audit of the three Pulaski County school
districts in order to determine how the districts are using their state desegregation
funding. The audit will be used to assist the three school districts in planning for
the absence of state desegregation funding once the Pulaski County Special
School District (PCSSD) and North Little Rock School District (NLRSD) are
declared unitary.

The auditors have reviewed the finances of the PCSSD and the NLRSD. The
last district to be audited is the Little Rock School District (LRSD).

The auditors and the Attorney General’s Office have entered into an hourly
contract with a maximum amount of $250,000. The Attorney General’s Office
and the ADE have entered into an inter-agency agreement so that the ADE can
provide funding for the audit from existing cash funds.

Because of unanticipated complications in the review of the first two districts, the
audit has taken more time than originally anticipated. Therefore the ADE is
requesting this additional appropriation to provide for the additional cost
necessary to allow the auditors to complete their review of LRSD.

Under the provisions of Ark. Code Ann. & 19-11-263, Special Procurements, this report reflects the Department of
Corrections’ Special Procurements.

Based on justification provided by the Arkansas Department of Correction {ADC), it is my determination that an unusual
or unique situation exists that makes the application of all requirements of competitive bidding, competitive sealed
bidding, or competitive sealed proposals contrary to the public interest. The provisions of this section of the
Procurement Law, ACA § 19-11-263, will be used in the procurement of agricultural fertilizer for ADC farms units due to
the volatility in the market. The provisions of this section of the Procurement Law will be used in the procurement of
commodities that are generally standard in the correctional construction market for the exclusive use in the
construction of the QOuachita Special Needs Unit and the Cummins Trustee barrack due to uncertainty in the petroleum
industry and the volatility in these markets. Other provisions of the Procurement Law did not allow the flexibility
required by ADC to properly purchase those items in a timely manner or at a cost most beneficial to the State.
