I respectfully request the follo ing addition to 51385, the Operations Appropriation Bill
for the l)epartment of Parks and Tourism. Please add the following special language
section and renumber accordingly:

SECTION . SPECIAL LANGUAGE. NOT To BE INCORPORATED INTo TIlE
ARKANSAS CODE NOR PUBLISIILI) SEPARATELY AS SPECIAL, LOCAL AN[)
TEMPORARY LAW. l he l)epartment of Parks & Tourism is hereby authorized to enter
into contracts with l)epartment employees thr the provision of golf lessons at the
Department’s golf courses. outside of the employees’ normal working hours. Employees
shall be Class A members and/or apprentices of the Professional Golfers’ Association of
America or the Ladies Professional Golf Association. The l)irector of Arkansas State
Parks shall authorize all contracts in accordance with department standards and
procedures for concession and operating contracts. Compensation to employees is not
retirement eligible.

This language would provide an exemption to the Department of Parks and Tourism to
allow their golf professionals to oflr prix ate lessons at department-owned golf courses
on a tee-for-service basis in order to compete fbr qualified candidates. This is consistent
with standard practices of public and privately owned golf courses in general.
