The basic philosophy that ASU follows is that students will receive all grant and scholarship funds first, then if
eligible for work-study they will be awarded, then any Federal Loans they are eligible to receive. The order in
Arkansas State University which aid would be applied is: 1) Federal Grants; 2) Institutional Scholarships and Grants; 3) Academic
Challenge; 4) Go! Grant; 5) Any additional State Grant/Scholarship Program; 6) 3rd Party Grants or
Resources; 7) Federal Work-Study; 8) Federal Loans

Our order of packaging, assuming the student’s budget was large enough for all programs, is as follows: 1)
Federal Grants; 2) Arkansas Academic Challenge Scholarship*; 3) GO Grant*; 4) Any other ADHE program*;

Academic Challenge Scholarship and then package work study and loans last.
