Shooting Range Development Access to the public
skeek/trap shooting ranges in Arkansas is limited. The AR
Game and Fish Commission’s (Commission) shooting
range system offers skeet/trap shooting at three locations.
The ranges are located in Northeast, Central, and
Southwest Arkansas. There are no public skeet/trap
ranges in other regions of the state. The lack of a
convenient shooting range could be a barrier to individuals
who want to participate in the shooting sports. Having
convenient access to a range is especially crucial for youth
who want to participate or currently participate in the
Arkansas Youth Shooting Sports Program. This program
is the nation’s largest youth trap program with currently
5,411 youth participating.
