Pursuant to the provision of Section 34 of Act 1103 of 201 1, Crowley’s Ridge Technical Institute
(CRTI) request a transfer of cash appropriation from the DFA Cash Fund Holding Account to the
CRTI Cash Operations appropriations for the Capital Improvements line item in the amount of
$169,400 for fiscal year 2012. This request is made to provide the authority to process the
remaining funds to complete the construction project that was started March 2009.

The Office otHealth Information Technology received a
grant from the Department of Human Services. I)ivision of Medical Services (DMS) for administrative support
for collaborative planning services to coordinate the development of the technical interface between the
Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS) and the Health Information Exchange (HIE) for the state.
This information ill enable DMS to process and pay Medicaid claims and incentive payments, better coordinate
and utilize patient care information, and will fhcilitate development of a statewide HIE that will enable the
exchange of healthcare information among healthcare providers, payers, medical registries, and other appropriate
entities across the state.
