Provided that any such allowances shall be in addition to the regular salary

of such athletic director, associate/assistant athletic directors, head
coaches and assistant coaches, as established herein provided that the amount

of such allowance shall not exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000) per annum

for any one salaried position. Further, if the special allowance funds
authorized herein are utilized the University of Arkansas at Pine Bluff shall

report annually to the Legislative Joint Auditing Committee the exact

disposition of those special allowance funds.
The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from July 1, 2013

through June 30, 2014.
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
