Approval of Minutes
Senator Robert Thompson, Co-Chair, called the meeting to order.  He said the minutes of September 20, 2007, the previous meeting of the Litigation Reports Oversight Subcommittee, were approved without objection.

Update on Desegregation Litigation in Pulaski County
Mr. Matt McCoy, Assistant Attorney General, Office of the Attorney General, was recognized and updated the Subcommittee regarding desegregation litigation with the Little Rock School District, North Little Rock School District and Pulaski County School District.  Mr. McCoy stated that North Little Rock School District had filed for unitary status on September 21.
Update on Arkansas Department of Finance and Administration v. City of Sunset

Mr. Keith Caviness, Staff Attorney, Administrative Office of the Courts, was recognized and updated the Subcommittee on a lawsuit involving Arkansas Department of Finance and Administration v. City of Sunset.  This suit is regarding the nonpayment of required contributions from uniform filing fees and court costs.  

Update on Anthony Sloan, et al. v. Alan Sugg, et. al.

Ms. Lori Freno, Senior Assistant Attorney General, Office of the Attorney General, was recognized and updated the Subcommittee on a lawsuit involving Anthony Sloan, et al. v. Alan Sugg, et al.  The suit is regarding a student loan by the Arkansas Rural Practice Student Loan Scholarship Board the Sloans and the City of Corning.  

Litigation Review

The Committee reviewed 12 cases of new litigation reported since the last meeting and selected one (1) case for monitoring on behalf of the Legislative Council.  Twelve (12) updated cases were reviewed, and six (6) closed cases were reviewed.
