· Robert S. Baker vs. Board of Private Investigators

Ms. Freno was asked to find out if W. R. Grace and Co., Et al were in Chapter 11 Bankruptcy, and what type of monetary settlement, if anything the state could expect to receive.  How would these funds be distributed?  Ms. Freno replied she would find this out and report back to the committee.
