Cost estimates for the development and delivery of a web-based 7 hour course on Autism Spectrum Disorder for first responders, for example law enforcement, fire, and emergency medical:

Initial Development (one time expense) and delivery for 1st year:  $60,400
Continued delivery each year:                                                          $22,020
The initial biennium total would be $82,420, with $44,040 needed for each subsequent biennium.

The Autism Task Force and the Education and Training Subcommittee would be used as Subject Matter Experts to assist CJI in the development of this program.  With the continued assistance of UAMS-Partners for Inclusive Communities, CJI will continue to provide blocks of instruction in both Basic SRO and Intermediate SRO (as long as grant funds continue) as well as Policing Emotionally Disturbed and Developmentally Disabled Persons.

To provide minimal funding for CJI’s Safe Schools (K-12) and Campus (Higher Education) Initiative, we have an estimated need of $150,000 per year or $300,000 per biennium. With these funds, CJI would be able to continue our School Resource Officer Program as currently designed incorporating Autism Spectrum Disorder and Developmental Disabilities instruction and also work with the Autism Task Force to ensure those schools with high rates of children with ASD are targeted.  Included in the estimates is money for 1.5 staff positions, professional services and program costs.  Over 50 classes targeting SROs, school personnel, campus police and campus personnel will be delivered statewide.
