RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE TASK FORCE ON WATER QUALITY
CREATED BY ACT 1184 OF 2009

1.
Designate each drinking water source and its watershed in the state as a “Critical” or a “High Priority” resource.  Any state program dealing with water quality, environmental management or water source protection should be assigned priority and implemented using this designation.  Water resource agencies should use sound decision-making processes that do not conflict with the goal of protecting these resources.

2.
Update the State Water Plan to ensure high quality drinking water in sufficient quantities by using watershed management practices acceptable to property owners and differentiating between the terms source water and water quality protection.

3.
Ensure that state water resource agencies conduct an annual joint meeting to determine common statewide priorities on water and encourage public participation in state water needs. 
4.
Establish a state regulatory framework with responsibility to regularly review state issues and concerns related to maintaining purity of drinking and recreational water sources.  This framework should establish controls on the proliferation of small water treatment systems.
5.
Create a state plan to utilize existing resources and to develop new funding sources to help control and mitigate the water quality of non-point source runoff from agricultural, forestation, industrial, and residential development.
