SECTION 1. Subchapter 3 of Title 27, Chapter 51, of the Arkansas Code
of 1987, Annotated, is anmended to add a new Section 27-51-309 to read as

fol | ows:
"27-51-309. Large trucks required to operate only in right lane -
Excepti ons.
On all controlled-access facilities and other public streets and
hi ghways with three or nore | anes in Arkansas, the operators of all trucks and

trucks with trailers and semtrailers with a GYWrating of 26,000 pounds or
nmore shall operate or drive only in the far right |ane, except when:

(1) Passing a slower noving vehicle;

(2) Moving to a left lane to pernmit a slower vehicle to enter or |eave
the roadway or to nerge onto the roadway from an entrance ranp;

(3) Using an alternate lane is required for safety reasons because of

speci al hazards existing in the roadway."

If any provisions of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, the invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provisions or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.
