SECTION 5.  EMERGENCY.  It is hereby found and determined by the General7

Assembly that the present law requiring annual mission statements and activity8

statements by state boards and commissions does not specify the timeframe9

within which such reports must be filed; this act so provides; and that until10

this act becomes effective, confusion will exist as to when those filings are11

required.  Therefore an emergency is declared to exist and this act being12

immediately necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health and13

safety shall become effective on the date of its approval by the Governor.  If14

the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the Governor, it shall become15

effective on the expiration of the period of time during which the Governor16

may veto the bill.
