BE | T ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS

SECTION 1. As used in this act:

(1) "Teacher" neans any person enployed in a public school district who
is required to hold a license issued by the State Board of Education as a
condition of enploynment and has at |east ten (10) years of teaching experience
with public school districts in the state of Arkansas;

(2) "cChild" neans any natural child, stepchild, or adopted child,
provi ded, however, that such adoption shall have becone final on or before the
child_s fourteenth (14th) birthday;

(3) "Institution of higher education" nmeans a university, college,
technical college, community college, or technical institute;

(4) "Tuition" neans charges levied for attendance at a public
i nstitution of higher education, but shall not include any fees charged or

used for student activities, including any student athletic fee.

SECTION 2. (a) Any child of a teacher, who is enrolled or has been

accepted for enrollnment in a public institution of higher education in
Arkansas, shall have tuition waived so long as the child remains in good
standing as a full-time student.

(b)(1) No child may utilize the provisions of this act for educationa
pur poses beyond the baccal aureate degree.

(2)(A) The waiver of tuition shall be terminated if the child has
not conpleted a baccal aureate degree programwi thin five (5) years of initial
adm ssion to a public institution of higher education.

(B) The child nay appeal any termination to the State Board
of Higher Education in instances of severe personal illness, nedica

disability, or activation for full-time mlitary service.

SECTION 3. The State Board of Hi gher Education shall promul gate such
rul es and regul ati ons as are necessary to inmplenment the provisions of this

act .

SECTION 4. The provisions of this act shall be effective for acadenic

years begi nning on and after August 1, 1997.

SECTION 5. Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are anendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revi si on Comni ssi on shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 6. |If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.

SECTION 7. Al laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

her eby repeal ed.
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
