25-1-105, requires each state board or commission to file with the Governor27

and Legislative Council an annual statement summarizing the board or28

(b) The Arkansas Soil and Water Conservation Commission is subject to30

the Act;31

(c) Arkansas Code 15-22-505(3) requires the Commission to file reports32

with the General Assembly during each regular session; and33

(d) Act 1123 of 1995 renders Arkansas Code 15-22-505(3) duplicative and34

burdensome.35

      (3)  To furnish to each regular session of the General Assembly a report2

containing a complete accounting of all sums received and expended on water3

SECTION 3.  All provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature9

are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code10

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.11
