SECTION 1. APPROPRI ATIONS. There is hereby appropriated, to the Land

SECTI ON 6. GENERAL REPEALER. All laws and parts of laws in conflict

with this Act are hereby repeal ed.

SECTION 7. EMERGENCY CLAUSE. It is hereby found and deternined by the
Ei ghty-First General Assenbly that funds provided by the General Assenbly for

the operations of the Land Departnent are, due to unforeseen circunstances,

i nsufficient for the Land Departnent to continue to provide essenti al

governmental services; that the provisions of this act will provide the

necessary nonies for the Land Departnent to continue such services; and that a

delay in the effective date of this Act could work irreparabl e harm upon the

proper administration and provision of essential governnental prograns.

Therefore, an enmergency is hereby declared to exist and this Act being

necessary for the i nmedi ate preservation of the public peace, health and

safety shall be in full force and effect fromand after July 1, 1997.
