SECTION 1.  (a)  All manufactured home dealers, as defined by Arkansas20

Code 20-25-102(4) shall be required to provide a written purchase agreement to21

the purchaser of each new manufactured home sold in the State of Arkansas.22

(b)  Each written purchase agreement issued by a manufactured home23

dealer upon the purchase of new manufactured home shall include, but not be24

limited to:25

(1)  the make, model and gross purchase price of the new26

manufactured home;27

(2)  options or material upgrades which influence the purchase28

price of the home;29

(3)  transportation and delivery arrangements, if applicable;30

(4)  installation, set-up and anchoring arrangements, if31

applicable.32

(c)  A knowing violation of Section 1(a) of this act shall constitute an33

unfair or deceptive act or practice as defined by the Deceptive Trade34
