SECTION 1.  House Rule 10.(a)(1) is amended to read as follows:26

"10.(a)(1)  The members of the House of Representatives in each House27

caucus district shall caucus on the first Tuesday in March during each regular28

biennial session for the selection of members to serve on the Legislative29

Council and the Legislative Joint Auditing Committee.  A caucus of the entire30

House of Representatives shall be held that same date on the first Tuesday in31

March during each regular biennial session at which time the members of the32

House shall select by secret ballot a member of the House to be known as the33

Speaker-designate.  Each candidate for Speaker-designate shall be allowed34

fifteen minutes to address the House before the ballot is taken.  The Speaker35

shall announce the name and number of votes received by the candidate who36

received at least a majority of the votes of the membership of the House. 37
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Each candidate shall be entitled to verify the number of votes he or she1
