SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Annotated § 24-8-203 is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

(a) The administration and control of the systemshall be vested in a
board known as the Board of Trustees of the Arkansas Judicial Retirenent

System
(b)(1) The nmenbers of the board shall consist of three {3) five (5)
persons appoi nted by the Arkansas Judicial Council

(2) The nenbers shall serve at the pleasure of the council.
(3) One of the nmenmbers shall be elected by the board to serve as
chai r man.
(c) The duties of the board shall be:
(1) To nmeke all rules and regul ati ons necessary and proper for
carrying out the provisions of this section;

(2) To provide administrative direction and control of the

executive director and staff as may fromtine to tinme be required;
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(3) To appoint an actuary, or firmof actuaries, to be a
techni cal advisor to the board on matters regardi ng the operation of the
system on an actuarial basis. The actuary shall perform such duties as are
requi red by himunder this subdivision and as are fromtine to tine required
by the board;

(4) To appoint professional investnment counsel to be the board's
i nvest ment advi sor or noney nanhager;

(5) To serve without pay but to be reinmbursed for all actua
expenses whil e attendi ng board neetings; and

(6) To do any and all things necessary for the proper execution
of this section.

(d) The board shall neet at |least quarterly and at other times as

necessary at the call of the chairman."

SECTION 2. Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are anendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revi si on Comni ssi on shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.

SECTION 4. Al laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

her eby repeal ed.
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
