(b)(1) The joint comrittee shall cause a fiscal note to be prepared and

(2) In connection with the preparation of the fiscal notes, the

comrittee is authorized to request the respective retirement systens to review
proposed retirenent bills and to furnish the comrttee with an eval uation
thereof in witing. If the conmttee deenms it necessary, the services of
actuaries may be obtained in evaluating the respective bills, provided that
funds have been provided for that purpose.
