(a) As used in this section, donestic |abor means any occasi onal

irregular, or incidental work related to and in or around private residences,

i ncluding but not limted to babysitting, pet sitting, and sinilar househol d

chores, and manual yard work. This definition specifically excludes

i ndustrial honmework; work for a third party, such as a sitting service; and

any activity determined by the Director of the Departnent of Labor to be

hazardous pursuant to the provisions of & 11-6-107(h).

(b) Except as provided in this section, the provisions of ¢ 11-6-101 et

seq., relating to child labor, shall not apply to any child enployed for the

pur poses of donestic |abor.

(c) Except as provided in this section, the provisions of ¢ 11-6-101 et

seq., relating to child |abor, shall not apply to enpl oyees of churches

performng child care services where children are cared for during short
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periods of tine while parents or persons in charge of the children are

attendi ng church services or functions."

Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are anendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revi si on Comni ssi on shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.
