(44) That portion of State Hi ghway 166 beginning at its intersection
with U S. 62 in Randol ph County and extending south to the county line; State
361 beginning at the Spring River Bridge in Lawence County and ending at its
intersection with State 25 in Black Rock; State 25 beginning at its
intersection with State 361 in Black Rock and ending at the entrance to the

Lake Charles State Park."

SECTION 2. Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are anendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revi si on Comni ssi on shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.
SECTION 4. Al laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

her eby repeal ed.
