BE | T ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated to the O 1 and Gas Comnri ssion

to be payable fromthe G| and Gas Conmi ssion Fund, for the purchase of a site

for and the construction and equi pping of a building and parking lot for the

Commi ssion in Sebastian County, Arkansas, a sumnot to exceed...... $2, 000, 000.
SECTI ON 2. DI SBURSEMENT CONTROLS. (A) No contracts may be awarded or
obligations otherwise incurred in relation to the project or projects

described herein in excess of the State Treasury funds actually avail able
therefor as provided by law. Provided, however, that the G| and Gas

Commi ssi on may accept and use grants and donations including federal funds,
and unobligated cash income, and/or funds available to it, for the purpose of
suppl ementing State Treasury funds for financing the entire costs of the

project. Provided, however that the purchase of the site for and the

construction and equi pping of a building and parking ot follow the procedures
set forth in the Standards and Criteria of the State Buil ding Services
Council. Provided further, that the appropriations and funds otherw se
provi ded by the General Assenbly for maintenance and general operation of the
Commi ssi on shall not be used for any of the purposes set out in this act.

(B) The General Accounting and Budgetary Law Procedures, the State
Purchasi ng Law, the Revenue Stabilization Law, and ot her applicable fisca
laws of the state shall be strictly conplied with, with respect to use of any

funds provided by this act.

SECTI ON 3. COWMPLI ANCE W TH OTHER LAWS.  Di sburserment of funds
authorized by this Act shall be linmted to the appropriation for such agency
and funds made available by Iaw for the support of such appropriations; and
the restrictions of the State Purchasing Law, the General Accounting and
Budgetary Procedures Law, the Revenue Stabilization Law, the Regular Sal ary
Procedures and Restrictions Act, or their successors, and other fiscal contro
laws of this State, where applicable, and regul ati ons pronul gated by the
Depart ment of Finance and Adm nistration, as authorized by |aw, shall be

strictly conplied with in disbursenment of said funds.

SECTI ON 4. LEQ SLATIVE INTENT. It is the intent of the Genera
Assenbly that any funds di sbursed under the authority of the appropriations
contained in this Act shall be in conmpliance with the stated reasons for which
this Act was adopted, as evidenced by the Agency Requests, Executive
Reconmendat i ons and Legi sl ati ve Recomrendati ons contained in the budget
manual s prepared by the Departnent of Finance and Administration, letters, or
sumari zed oral testinmony in the official minutes of the Arkansas Legislative

Council or Joint Budget Conmittee which relate to its passage and adoption.
SECTION 5. CODE. All provisions of this Act of a general and pernmnent
nature are anmendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas

Code Revi sion Conmi ssion shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 6. SEVERABILITY. |If any provision of this Act or the

application thereof to any person or circunstance is held invalid, such

invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of the Act which
can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this

end the provisions of this Act are declared to be severable.

SECTI ON 7. GENERAL REPEALER. All laws and parts of laws in conflict

with this Act are hereby repeal ed.

SECTI ON 8. EMERGENCY. It is hereby found and determ ned by the Genera
Assenbly that the current office facilities of the G| and Gas Comri ssion are
totally inadequate to nmeet the needs of the Commrission in carrying out the
duties and responsibilities inmposed upon the Conm ssion; that the provisions
of this act provide the financial support necessary to correct such
conditions; that the delay in the effectiveness of this act would severely
hanmper the operations of the G| and Gas Comni ssion thereby causing
irreparable harmto the proper admnistration and provision of essential
governmental progranms. Therefore an enmergency is declared to exist and this
act being imediately necessary for the preservation of the public peace,
health and safety shall becone effective on the date of its approval by the
Governor. If the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the Governor, it
shall become effective on the expiration of the period of time during which
the Governor may veto the bill. If the bill is vetoed by the Governor and the
veto is overridden, it shall becone effective on the date the [ ast house

overrides the veto.
