SECTION 1. Arkansas Code 14-361-107(a) is amended to read as foll ows:

"(a) Under Municipal Operation. In operating an airport or air
navi gation facility owned, |eased, or controlled by a municipality, the
nmuni ci pality, except as may be linmited by the terms and conditions of
any grant, |oan, or agreenent pursuant to § 14-361-117, may enter into
contracts, |eases, and other arrangenents fora termnot exceedingforty
{40)—years with any persons:

(1) Ganting the privilege of using or inmproving the airport or
air navigation facility, or any portion or facility thereof, or space
therein for commercial purposes;

(2) Conferring the privilege of supplying goods, comodities,
things, services, or facilities at that airport or air navigation
facility; or

(3)(A) Making avail able services to be furnished by the
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HB 1331
municipality or its agents at that airport or navigation facility.

(B) In each case, the municipality nmay establish the terns
and conditions and fix the charges, rentals, or fees for the privileges
or services, which shall be reasonable and uniformfor the sane class of
privilege or service and shall be established with due regard to the
property and i nprovenents used and the expenses of operation to the

muni cipality.”

SECTION 2. Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent
nature are anendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the
Arkansas Code Revi sion Conm ssion shall incorporate the sanme in the
Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application
thereof to any person or circunmstance is held invalid, such invalidity
shall not affect other provisions or applications of the act which can
be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to

this end the provisions of this act are declared to be severable.

SECTION 4. Al laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act

are hereby repeal ed.
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
