SECTION 1. (a) A person conmits unlawful fondling of a child if he or

she engages:

(1) in conduct that results in the direct contact of his or her

sex organs with the sex organs of another person not his spouse who is under

the age of fourteen (14); or

(2) in conduct that results in the direct contact of his or her

sex organs with the sex organs of another person who is under the age of

si xteen (16) by forcible conpul sion; or

(3) in oral sex with another person who is under the age of

fourteen (14); or

(4) in oral sex with another person who is under the age of

si xteen (16) by forcible conmpul sion

(b) It is an affirmative defense to prosecuti on under this subdivision

that the actor was not nmore than two (2) years older than the victim

(c) For purposes of this statute, "sex organs" nmeans the penis, scrotum

and/or testicles of a male; or the vulva and/or |abia of a female.

(d) "Oal sex" shall nmean touching the vulva or |labia of a female or

penis, scrotum or testicles of a male with the nouth or tongue of another

person.
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(e) The unlawful fondling of a child is a Class A fel ony.

SECTION 2. Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are anendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revi si on Comni ssi on shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.

SECTION 4. Al laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

her eby repeal ed.
