SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code 9-14-237 (a) is amended to read as follows:22

A(a)(1)  An obligor's duty to pay child support for a child shall23

automatically terminate by operation of law when the child reaches eighteen24

(18) years of age or should have graduated from high school, whichever is25

later, or when the child is emancipated by a court of competent jurisdiction,26

marries, or dies, unless the court order for child support specifically27

extends child support after each circumstances.  This section shall not28

prohibit the court, prior to automatic termination of child support under this29

section, from ordering child support to a date beyond the automatic30

termination date.
