SECTION 1. Arkansas Code 10-3-502 is anmended to read as foll ows:

#10- 3-502. Menbership

(a) The Joint Budget Comrittee shall consist of twenty (20) twenty-one
(21) nmenbers and eight (8) alternate nmenbers of the House of Representatives
and twenty (20) twenty-one (21) nmenbers of the Senate.

(b)(1) The House of Representatives shall select the twenty (20)

menbers and their alternates in accordance with the procedure prescribed by
House Rul es.

(2) The first alternate menbers shall also be nonvoting nenbers
of the committee and shall be entitled to receive per diemand nileage for
attendi ng nmeetings of the conmttee.

(3) First alternate nenbers of the conmittee shall have a vote in

matters before the committee if a regular menmber which the first alternate

represents is not in attendance.

(4) Second alternate nmenbers of the committee shall have a vote
in mtters before the comrittee if a regular menber and a first alternate
menber which the second alternate represents are not in attendance.

(c)(1) The Twenty (20) Senate nmenmbers of the Joint Budget Conmittee
shall be selected as follows: Five (5) nenbers from each congressiona
district as they existed on March 1, 1991, based on seniority within the
Senat e.

(2) One (1) Senate alternate nenber shall be selected from each
congressional district.

(3) Alternate nenbers shall also be nonvoting menmbers of the
committee and shall be entitled to receive per diemand mleage for attending
meeti ngs of the comittee.

(4) First alternate nmenbers attendi ng as nonvoti ng nmenbers of the
committee shall receive per diemand mleage to be paid in the same nanner and
fromthe same source as regul ar nmenbers of the conmmttee.

(d) The President Pro Tenpore of the Senate shall appoint one (1)

menber of the Senate to the Joint Budget Comittee and the Speaker of the

House shall appoint one (1) nmenber of the House of Representatives to the

Joi nt Budget Committee.

Subconmi ttee, and the PEER Subconmm ttee of the Legislative Council shall serve
as ex officio nonvoting nenbers of the correspondi ng Joint Budget Conmittee

SECTION 2. Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are anendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revi si on Comni ssi on shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.

SECTION 4. Al laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are
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her eby repeal ed.

SECTION 5. EMERGENCY. It is found and determ ned by the Cenera

Assenbly of the State of Arkansas that the President Pro Tenpore of the Senate

and the Speaker of the House should each nake an appointnment to the Joint

Budget Committee; and that this act shall go into effect inmediately in order

to change the nenbership of the Joint Budget Conmmittee prior to the

adj ournnment of this regular session. Therefore, an enmergency is declared to

exist and this act being i nmediately necessary for the preservation of the

public peace, health and safety shall becone effective on the date of its

approval by the Governor. |If the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the

Governor, it shall becone effective on the expiration of the period of tinme

during which the Governor nay veto the bill.
