BE 1T ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 24-5-113 is amended to read as follows:

"24-5-113. Eligibility for benefits - Disability retirement. [Effective
Judy 1. 10081

(a) A member shall be eligible for disability retirement benefits after
five (5) or more years of creditable service in the Arkansas State Highway and
Transportation Department, but no member shall be eligible to receive benefits
for a disability incurred prior to his becoming a member of the Arkansas State
Highway Employees® Retirement System.

(b) No member may be retired on account of disability until conclusive
evidence, based on a proper medical examination, has been submitted to the
Board of Trustees of the Arkansas State Highway Employees®™ Retirement System

that the member is disabled to the extent that he can no longer perform his
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assigned duties.

(c) A member who is retired because of disability shall be required to
undergo periodic medical examinations at the discretion of the board.

(d) If and when a medical examination shows that the disability has
been removed, disability retirement benefits shall cease.

(e) A disability allowance shall not be granted unless there is

conclusive evidence that the disability will be permanent or of long duration.
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SECTION 2. No benefit enhancement provided for by this act shall be

implemented if it would cause the publicly supported retirement system"s

unfunded actuarial accrued liabilities to exceed a thirty (30) vyear

amortization. No benefit enhancement provided for by this act shall be

implemented by any publicly supported system which has unfunded actuarial

accrued liabilities being amortized over a period exceeding thirty (30) years

until the unfunded actuarial accrued liability is reduced to a level less than

the standards prescribed by Arkansas Code, Title 24.

SECTION 3. AIll provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.

SECTION 4. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
other provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.

SECTION 5. AIll laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are

hereby repealed.
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
